A metal casket may also 
be used for burial. A growing number of cemeteries in Ontario offer “green” burials, which may consist of 
interment of a body without a casket. Since there is no legal definition for a “green” burial, it varies from one 
cemetery to another.

For cremation: A body must be presented to the crematorium in a rigid, leak-proof casket that is made of a 
combustible material, such as wood or cardboard. Caskets containing non-flammable, hazardous material or 
chlorinated or fibre-reinforced plastic, other than incidental metal cannot be used for cremation.
